Are you mentally prepared for the season?

As our riding season comes to a close for most of the motorcycle riders, | would like to bring your attention to a
colorful season that is being painted across our northwest landscape right before our eyes.

This color season is happening just before the winter sets as the deciduous trees turn from their Verde shades of
green of the summer months to the yellows, reds, and browns of the fall months before the tree leaves plummet to
the ground preparing for their long winter nap under the snow.

| would like to bring to your attention to a dangerous time that may cross your path when you least expect it to
happen to you. It is going to be a time when you are fully absorbed in the surrounding scenery. It will catch you
while you are gawking at all in the different spectacular colors, smelling the autumn smells, and being chilled by the
crisp air of the autumn season itself. All of those experiences are there for you and can only be enjoyed by the
motorcyclist. The “caged” vehicle just does not “do it” for the autumn’s pleasures in quite the same way. This
spectacular scenery can and will no doubt catch you off your guard in a moment of relaxation while sensing
autumn’s pleasure.

September and October are harvest times which bring with the season a slow tractor pulling hay or trailer full of
wood. We must also realize those are not the only dangers lurking on the roadway during this time of year. Watch
out for the rocks on the roadway sliding down from our tall mountains loosened during the heavy rainy season
washing away the dirt that was holding the rocks in place and then having the hot sun expanding the rocks
loosening them from the mountainside. Then there are the tire snakes breaking loose from those recapped tires off
cars or semi-trucks. Seasonal hazards are many, as we close this season’s riding adventures. Your awareness to
these things is critical to your safety.

Scenic road dangers are as dangerous as avoiding heavy traffic dangers — SEE and AVOID. Remember the 12-
second rule “SEE — Search - Evaluate — Execute®, while you are in heavy traffic. Well, that rule can also apply when
you are out carving a pathway through the canyon roadway. Many dangers are coming at you from the side of the
road just as in the dangerous city intersection.

The danger lurking is the lonely chunk of wood that has fallen out of some wood cutter’s truck. The single piece of
wood that is maybe 18-inches long and about six-inches thick that was perfectly cut to fit in someone’s wood stove.
That “friendly” piece of wood that becomes hot enough to warm water for tea, popcorn, or one’s feet. That single
piece of wood that may have fallen out of an unsecured wood pile stacked high on a truck or trailer. Take note that
more than likely, the stack of wood has no doubt over-grossed the vehicle or trailer weight limits having the
potential of bursting an over-loaded tire or break a trailer axle. You know the type of woodsman we’re are talking
about here, the one trying to get every last piece of wood so they won’t run out of wood for the this season. They
probably think that the load will be OK because it has maybe a few straps to tie the load down. If they really take

the time, they may even cover the wood with a tarp that still may not prevent a single hunk of wood from slipping
out from under the tarp cover. Little does the woodsman realize (or ignore out-right) that the wood may shift its
position as the driver rounds that blind curve (found most often in our northwest mountains) or maybe having the
load shift as they are head down the winding mountain road just a bit too fast.

It only takes a single piece of wood in the roadway that will ruin a motorcyclist’s whole day. That one piece of wood
slips from the grasp of the tie down, slips from under the tarp, bounces off the truck’s bumper, and works its way off
the truck onto the roadway. Of course, the driver does not see that single chunk of wood as it bounces out of the
truck and lands right in the middle of the road on one of our Northwest’s blind curves. And, even if the woodsmen
did see the wood come off his truck, what are the chances that the driver will go back to pick up that fallen piece of
wood to clear the roadway for the unsuspecting motorcyclist or other vehicle? Are you going to bet you can safely
negotiate a blind curve without seeing a chunk of wood lying in your path?

The scenario might be that the motorcycle driver is gazing at all the beautiful trees and their awesome colors. Just
for a moment or two, the motorcyclist glances at the far distance mountain caps which may have its first fallen snow
dusting their peaks to add to all the beauty and splendor. In just those few seconds, the motorcyclist’'s day can be
altered forever because of a chunk of wood.

SEEing is an important part of roadway survival skills that should be in your “tool box”.

The acronym - SEE — SEARCH — EVALUATE - EXECUTE. Hone in on your SEEing skill with a little practical
application and bring the SEE concept into your tool bag of survival techniques. Apply the SEE rule to avoid debris
in you path. Use the 12-second awareness rule by applying that same survival method to when in the mountains,
coming around a blind curve, allowing you to notice that hunk of wood that has obviously fallen out of the vehicle’s
“secured” load.

Although, it is a Washington State law that loads must be secured and covered, many wood cutter drivers may not
follow or practice this law. To give those drivers an excuse not to follow the law, many times the driver is unaware
that their load will shift, allowing a piece (or two) of wood to fall out from the stack while sitting in the truck bed or
trailer, pleading ignorance when caught breaking that law. On average, 400 accidents involving road debris on the
roadway occur each year on Washington State highways. Ignorance of the law excuses no man from following the
law. The Washington State law for unsecured loads that maybe violated is called: "Rules of the Road,” RCW
46.61.655 and is enforced by Washington State Patrol.

Another danger you may encounter ANYTIME while on the roadway and is not necessarily a seasonal danger. Ask
yourself this question when traveling down the highway at a high rate of speed: How close am | following (or in its
perimeter) to the semi-truck or the over-loaded truck? The danger | bring your attention that of the retread tire
releasing from a semi-truck or trailer. If you’re lucky, the truck retread explosion has already passed along the
immediate danger to you and you only have to swerve out of the way from the dangerous chunks of rubber. The
danger may have been created far ahead of your travels granting you the time to avoid the debris as you came
upon it by applying the 12-second - SEE acronym — SEE — EVALUATE - EXECUTE.

How about if you’re following the semi-truck too close and the retread tire explodes while you’re directly in the back
of the truck or on the side of the truck or trailer? Are you too close to that vehicle so the debris when it does
explode, do you have enough distance for the debris to clear you allowing you to stay out of harm’s way? SEE —
SEARCH — EVALUATE — EXECUTE. Give yourself plenty of space between the vehicles in front of you so you
have ample time to react to the dangerous situation.

CAUTION: Apply your due diligence and use the SEEing, 12-second forward looking rule to see and avoid the
debris in the road. Don’t get so absorbed in nature’s beauty that you neglect to look for that debris. Although wood
debris is not always or entirely seasonal, your encounter with this kind of debris will most often happen during the
fall time of year. Be careful out there! Be happy and enjoy those autumn colors.

PRACTICE your avoidance technique by spending time in the parking lot and take a GWRRA training class.
Update your GWRRA LEVELS program and practice driving safely.

Etcetera:

What a car thief in today’s world thinks about when determining how to steal your vehicle. The car thief now peers
through your windshield, writes down your Vehicle Identification Number (VIN) from the label stamped on your dash
board. Then they will go to a local car dealership requesting a duplicate key based on your vehicle’s VIN number.

In another scenario, the thief will sometimes call the dealership first and pretend they lost their keys. They are told
to just bring in the vehicle’s VIN number and the dealership will make a duplicate key. That specific dealer may not
ask for proof of ownership of the vehicle and will cut a new key on the spot. The car dealer part’'s department will
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just make a duplicate key from the vehicle’s VIN, collect the payment for creating the new key from the thief, who
then will return to your car to steal it as cleanly as possible.

The car thief does not have to break into the car, do any damage to the vehicle, or draw any attention as they
unlock the car, and drive off with your vehicle. All the thief has to do is walk up to your car, insert the key, and off
they go to their local chop shop with your vehicle.

To avoid this from happening, simply put some tape (electrical tape, duct tape or medical tape) across the VIN

Metal Label located on your dashboard. Another option is to slip a 3 x 5 card over the VIN number. By law, you
cannot remove the VIN number, but you CAN cover it so it can't be viewed through the windshield by a car thief.

THE GHOST

Well, maybe not a ghost but someone who you do not see. It’s true. How
many times has someone said “I didn’t see him/her” at an accident scene?
Maybe we have also said the same thing ourselves. Was that person wearing a
cloaking device to make them invisible? Unfortunately, if we are driving a

¢ vehicle and that “ghost” appears in front of us we do not just pass through it as
: .A if it were made of mist. The results can be very unsettling.

Some of the times we, as motorcyclists, are hidden in that area of a blind spot. When we come out of that area it
may be too late for the other driver to avoid any contact. What could have been done to minimize this situation?
Maybe some action by both parties. The motorcyclist should be aware of being in the blind spot and the other
driver aware that there could be something hidden from their view and taken some precautionary actions. We
cannot just ask the other driver “are you blind?”.



Blind spots are not always the reason. The other driver may be focused on another vehicle — one that is larger
than a motorcycle. This is mostly true at intersections. Extra precautions should be taken on our part to make
ourselves as visible as possible. Don’t be a “ghost”.

QUEST FOR NATIONAL PARKS - PART 3 of 3

We have been on the road for more than two months now and are nearing
the end of our third month. Our travels continue with more experiences and
. challenges.

- OnJuly 22" we are headed toward Cottonwood, AZ. On the way there we
gee Picacho Peak which was the sight of the largest Civil War clash to take
place in Arizona. We unloaded the bike and took off to see Walnut Canyon
National Monument and some ancient cliff dwellings in that area. There were
50me that a person had to hike to, but | was satisfied with those that were

- , “visible from the visitor center. On our way back to Cottonwood we drove
through Red Canyon to Sedona. This is a beautiful ride with many twists that take your mind away from the
towering canyon walls. The scenery around Sedona is also breathtaking. On July 24" we ride to Tuzigoot National
Monument (don’t believe your GPS directions), Montezuma Castle National Monument, and Montezuma Well. All
of these places had ruins of cliff dwellings. Montezuma Castle was the largest. The well is hidden in the hilly
desert area and because of carbon dioxide does not support much water life.

July 25" finds us pulling into Gallup, New Mexico. We take off the next day for a good 90+ mile ride to the
Painted Desert and Petrified Forest. What picturesque views! The forest had settled into swamp water and coved
by thick layers of silt. Eventually the trees were forced upward and natural water and wind erosion exposed the
existing petrified woods. On July 27th | start my truck up and the engine is running very poorly. | take ittoa
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diesel service center and have the fuel filter changed. No change, so leave it for the mechanics on Monday. We
take another ride to EI Morro National Monument and see many etchings in the sandstone walls. Spanish and
Mexican explorers had visited this area long before the settlers arrived. Our truck is still in the shop, so another
ride was taken to the Hubbell Trading Post which was a National Historic Site near Ganado, AZ. This was a
meeting ground of two cultures — the Navajo and settlers who came to the area.

On August 3" we arrive at a campground near Monument Valley. This area has many artfully shaped hills by
Mother Nature. We take the bike to the visitor center, but are told that the roads are dirt and not suited for cruising
motorcycles. We thought we could take the truck instead — but it had some other issues. | took the truck to
Farmington, NM and spent a night there waiting for a repair part. | traveled back to the campground and we left the
next day.

We arrive in Glendale, UT on August 8" and set up camp. Again the truck is having some electrical issues, so |
take it to St. George, UT early the next morning passing through Zion National Park. The mechanics cannot find
anything wrong, so back | go to Glendale. We unload the bike and head up to Zion National Park to see the
beautiful sites there. The next day we take off in the opposite direction to pass by Red Canyon and then tour Bryce
National Park.

August 10™ we are headed toward Draper, UT and the truck is giving us fits with the same electrical issues.
Eventually we make it to our campsite and | am able to take the truck into a service center in Sandy, UT. My sister
lives in Sandy, so we had some wonderful times with her and my nephews. Finally we are told the truck is fixed
and we can continue our journey.

We pass the Great Salt Lake and Bonneville Salt Flats on our way to Ely, NV on August 15". The next morning
we take the bike out on a 60+ mile ride to the Great Basin National Park. This area is a dry and mountainous region
between the Sierra Nevada and the Wasatch Mountains. We ride to the turn-around point and see Wheeler Peak
which is 13,063 feet above sea level. | notice the thin air at this altitude. We also tour the Lehman Caves National
Monument where we see some rock formations that have not been seen in any other caves. | was totally impressed
and encourage others to visit this area.

We leave Ely and start our journey to Lake Tahoe, but again — the truck has its issues in Fallon, NV. We get the
truck towed to the service center and wonder what to do with the RV. | remember the Gold Book and am able to
contact Jack Davis who has a friend (Dave Cornell) that has a truck to transport our RV to a campsite next to the
Bonanza Casino. Jack comes into town several times and visits with us to help us pass the time and ensure we are
not in need of anything. He even brings a sack of fresh tomatoes to our campsite. OK — again we are told the truck
is ready. A wire had been shorting and causing failure codes in the computer.

August 20™ — we arrive at a campground in Lake Tahoe, CA. We have seen great clouds of smoke from forest
fires after leaving Sandy, UT and now are greeted with thunderstorms that cause more fires to break out. In
between the thunderstorms we manage to take a ride around Lake Tahoe on one day and then a ride in the reverse
direction on the next day. The view on the second ride is obscured by much of the smoke that has settled into the
lake area.

On August 23" we have arrived in Shasta, CA. We have been on Lake Shasta and toured the caves in that area
previously, so the bike stays on the toy-hauler this time.

FROM THE CHAPTER TECHNICAL ADVISOR:

Greetings to all of you that are reading this!

Sometimes it's hard to figure out what to write about but | think I know this
month. Since we have the Workshop coming up on Sept 28 then | figured
this would be a great topic and possibly when air filters are changed do this
at the same time.

With winter coming and a lot of bikes not getting ridden when it's cold
outside there seems to be a problem with mice and their love of our air
filters.

| have seen too many of them chewed up. And when the bike is started up in the spring all of the
chewed up pieces have to go somewhere. | would suspect into the carbs or air intakes. So, it's a good
Idea to take the intakes out and form some screen or mesh wire around the vents themselves. The vents
are fairly easy to get out and it doesn't matter which bike you have. if you have a problem with mice then
it really ought to be done.

Purchase some ¥4 by ¥4 inch square hole galvanized wire mesh. Cut the mesh to shape leaving about
Y inch outside the outer perimeter of the air intakes. Then cut the connecting strands so that you end up
with wire about ¥z inch long around the outside. Then drill 3/32 inch holes about % inch in from the front
and insert the wires from the inside. | bent mine over and put a drop of plumbers ABS cement on each
hole to seal the wire. Then cut off any access and put a wrap of electrical tape around the outside to
cover the wire so | do not cut my fingers in future. | then spray painted the wire with flat black trim paint.
Total cost was under $5 and about one hour once the intakes were off.

Looks good to me and will keep the mice and squirrels out.

Recipe Corner:

Chocolate Zucchini Cake It must be that time of year again (Garden time)

1/2 cup margarine
1/2 cup oll

1 3/4 cup sugar

2 eggs

1 tvanilla

1 cup sour milk

2 1/2 cup flour



4 T cocoa

1/2 t baking powder
1t baking soda

1/2 t cinnamon

1/2 t cloves

2 cup grated zucchini

Cream together margarine, oil, sugar, eggs, vanilla and milk. Add dry ingredients and mix well. Add
zucchini.
Pour into a 9 x 13 inch pan and bake at 325 for 1 hour.

Frost with Chocolate Satin Frosting

2 cup powdered sugar
1/4 c butter softened
1T milk

1 tvanilla

1/8 t salt

1 egg
2 ounces melted chocolate

Beat butter, milk vanilla and salt until creamy. Add powdered sugar and egg mix well then add
chocolate.

Zucchini Bars

3/4 cup butter

1/2 cup brown sugar

1/2 cup sugar

2 eggs

1t vanilla

1 3/4 cup flour

1 1/2 t baking powder

2 cup grated zucchini

1 cup coconut

3/4 cup nuts and or chocolate chips

Cream butter,sugars, eggs and vanilla. Add flour and baking soda. Stir in nuts, coconut, chocolate
chips and zucchini. Pour into a greased 10 x 15 inch pan and bake at 350 for 30 minutes

Last but not least

Zucchini Jam

6 cup grated zucchini

6 cup sugar

1/2 cup lemon juice

1 cup crushed pineapple (drained)
2 3 ounce packages jello

Gently boil zucchini on low heat for 15 minutes. Add sugar and boil 6 minutes stirring often. Add
lemon juice and pineapple and boil 6 more minutes. Reduce heat and add powdered jello. Mix well
and pour into jars or freezer containers. Pop in the freezer until ready to use.
